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The public policy program underscores AAUW’s mission of 
advancing equity for women and girls through advocacy, 
education, and research and speaks to women’s needs, 
aspirations, and concerns across the life span.

AAUW of Michigan established the Martha Griffiths Equity Award 
in 2008 to honor Martha Griffiths’ memory.  Ms. Griffiths was 
elected in 1948 to the first of two terms with the Michigan House of 
Representatives, was later a Recorders Court judge, and then 
served as a US Congresswoman until 1974.  During that time she 
was the first woman to serve on the House Ways and Means 
Committee, and on the Joint Economic Committee of Congress.  
She also chaired the House subcommittee on Fiscal Policy.  
These positions gave her unique powers in Congress to 
accomplish the passage of legislation that continues to impact the 
lives of women and men today.  Martha Griffiths cemented the 
word “sex” into the Civil Rights Act of 1964, legislation not 
intended to address gender discrimination and moved the Equal 
Rights Amendment out of Congressional Committee where it had 
been buried for 47 years.  It was then passed by the House in 
1970 and in the Senate in 1972.  She also helped secure passage 
of the Title IX, which prohibits sex discrimination in education.  In 
1982, she ran and was elected for two terms as Lieutenant 
Governor of Michigan.  Ms. Griffiths was inducted into the 
Michigan Women’s Hall of Fame in 1983, and later into the 
National Women’s Hall of Fame in Seneca Falls, New York.   
 
Erma Henderson is the first honoree of the Martha Griffiths Equity 

Award.  Ms. Henderson truly exemplifies the spirit that drove 
Martha Griffiths.  She has often been acclaimed as Detroit’s most 
powerful woman.  She became the first African-American woman 
to serve on Detroit’s City Council in 1972, serving for 16 years, 12 
of those as Council President.  As a social worker, her true 
commitment to the people she serves is evident by her gifted 
leadership as a coalition builder, for which she has received many 
rewards.  Beloved and respected, she has been honored by civil 
rights, education, feminist, business, religious and political groups 
across the state and nation.  “She teaches people,” says one of 
her Common Council colleagues.  She uses the coalitions as a 
basis for training people who have felt powerless and shows them 
they are powerful.  For all of these contributions she has made to 
Michigan history, she was inducted into the Michigan Women’s 
Hall of Fame in 1990.
