Group.  We asked them if they would 
include our brochure and information 
about our book sales in their monthly 
mailings. They agreed to do it free of 
charge.” As a result, AAUW South 
Haven has gained increased visibility 
within their community capturing 
new recruits and revitalizing current 
members.

This  June in 
Washington D.C., more than 500 
young women leaders gathered 

to attend the National Conference 
for College Women Student Leaders.  
NCCWSL is a two and a half day 
conference to help students hone 
leadership skills for their work on 
campus and in their communities.  
This gathering was co-hosted 
by the AAUW Leadership and 
Training Institute and the NASPA 
Center for Scholarship, research, 
and Professional Development for 
Women. Themed “Leadership for 
Today and Tomorrow” the conference 
featured 50 workshops, including 
Campaign College, one of the first 
programs in the nation to train college 
women to run for elected office and 
to participate in student government. 
The conference also featured 
nationally known speakers to inspire 
young women to leadership roles.

This past spring AAUW of 
Michigan and a number of our local 
branches championed this venture 
by contributing funds or soliciting 
aspirants from Michigan to attend 
this event.  Those branches offering 
support  included Ann Arbor, 
Wyandotte/Downriver, Dearborn, 
Birmingham and Escanaba. Traverse 
City has budgeted money to assist a 
young woman in June 2009. AAUW 
of Michigan is extremely proud of 
these efforts.  

As the new Initiative Director, I am 
very excited about continuing this 
endeavor. It is one that every branch 
can foster by making monetary 
contributions and searching for 
deserving candidates. Local colleges/
universities are one venue, but let us 
also ponder this opportunity for our 
own daughters and granddaughters.  

Just think of it! What if every branch 
in Michigan could contribute to this 
very viable project!  What a better 
way of breaking through the barriers 
than training our young women and 

potential members to become leaders 
on their campuses and in their 
communities.

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INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS
PROGRAM IN A BOX:  CEDAW

AAUW recently instituted “Program in a Box” and the first topic listed is 
CEDAW, Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination 
Against Women. We have long supported United Nations programs 

that address human rights and women’s and girls’ concerns. CEDAW has been 
ratified by all but eight nations: Iran, Nauru, Palau, Qatar, Somalia, Sudan, Tonga 
and the United States.  

At the June 2007 Convention, delegates passed a resolution to work toward U. S. 
ratification of CEDAW; the “short” text is:

Recognizing that the AAUW Public Policy Program affirms our 
commitment to Treaty for the Rights of Women, officially the U.N. 
Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination Against 
Women (CEDAW), the 2007 AAUW Convention urges its members 
collectively and individually to: 

Write and email their U.S. Senators to press for support of the 1)	
Convention; and
Participate in the coalition building efforts of The Working Group 2)	
on the Ratification of CEDAW.

See plentiful and varied resources for studying about CEDAW and the UN’s 
Treaty for the Rights of Women.  This document addresses basic human rights 
of women and can be a useful tool to:

Reduce violence against women•	
Ensure access to education and health care•	
Provide legal recourse against violations of women’s human rights•	

U.S. failure to ratify the Treaty undermines the powerful principle that the 
human rights of women are universal across all cultures, nations and religions, 
and worthy of being guaranteed through international human rights standards. 
As individuals, or as branches we can take action to encourage ratification of 
CEDAW for the benefit of all women worldwide.

BREAKING THROUGH BARRIERS

At the June 22, 2008 joint meeting of the AAUW and AAUW Educational 
Foundation Boards, both boards unanimously supported “Breaking 
through Barriers” as the unifying focus for AAUW. “Breaking through 

Barriers” expresses the essence of AAUW and amplifies our Mission Statement 
to make clear how the organization will “advance equity for women and girls” 
and in what pursuit(s) we will apply our advocacy, education and research. Our 
unifying focus is more than a program “theme.” It becomes the foundation, the 
rationale and the catalyst for program initiatives that address societal needs.

Studies prove that branches that facilitate programs and projects that break 
social, economic, and educational barriers are thriving where branches that focus 
on local topics that make a one-time impact are struggling. Begin in your own 
community. What barriers to women  exist that your members are passionate 
about?  Identify barriers and ask yourselves “How can we break through?” Ask 
yourselves “What can we do to facilitate change and make a difference?” Where 
there is a need, fill it. Advocate for an issue you care about.

In my travels throughout the Great Lakes region, I have listened and learned 
about many projects that branches and states  are doing to break barriers.   In 
Fort Wayne, Indiana, AAUW members have begun a mentoring program to help 
young women be successful in their lives. This program was written up on the 
front page of one of the Fort Wayne newspapers. In Illinois, AAUW members 
are working to break legislative barriers and have formed a “Lobby Corps.” In 
Ohio, AAUW members are making history with “The New Little Book” that 
has been endorsed as an education project  by the state of Ohio.  This project 
appeared in the last “Outlook,” Association publication. Another branch  is 
providing childcare for young mothers while the women attend classes at the 
local community college. The branch even gave “AAUW” T-shirts to the women 
to wear. Who do you think will be our future members?

The Executive Director of AAUW, Linda Hallman, encourages all AAUW 
members to work on the issues that we can change instead of wearing ourselves 
out on inconsequential details. When we as educated women focus on what we 
CAN do, the possibilities are endless.
